K.I.S.A. Range Safety Rules

Always keep guns pointed in a safe direction.

Keep guns unloaded with the action open until ready to shoot.

Keep your finger off of the trigger until ready to shoot.

Absolutely no alcohol or drugs on the premises.

Ensure all guns are benched and all shooters are aware before anyone goes down
range.

No handling of guns while anyone is down range.
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General Rules

Clean up your garbage before leaving. Do Not Shoot Anything Other Than Paper Targets.

A key holder may take guests to either outdoor range. A key holder’'s immediate family living
with the key holder or attending college may use the range key and take guests to the range.
Keys shall not be loaned out to other people. If you abuse this rule, you will lose your key.
Violators will be reported to the police.
